ILCOR General Assembly meeting Minutes 9 November 2018

1-5 PM, Wyndham Grand Riverfront hotel, Chicago
1. Welcome, introductions, COI

a. Bob Neumar welcomed those present. The delegates and observers introduced themselves and declared potential COIs. 
2. World Restart a Heart (Andy Lockey and Bernd Böttiger)
a. Andy Lockey presented the results of the WRAH. There has been great engagement and participation with many activities all over the world. He thanked Heleen Van Grootven (ERC) for administrative and social media support. The goal is to repeat the WRAH in 2019 with focus on iconic locations aiming at training 1 million worldwide.
b. It was suggested to collect data/stories from lives saved by those trained. The GA voted in favour of organizing WRAH 2019.

3. Matters arising from Minutes from the 2017 Anaheim GA meeting and approval of the minutes
a. The minutes of the 2017 Anaheim GA were approved with one abstention.
b. It was suggested to review the minutes earlier than after a year, but legally they can only be approved during a GA.

4. Treasurer’s report (Swee Han Lim)
a. Swee Han Lim presented the financial status of ILCOR. The overall balance is positive and stable. There were one-time costs for legal advice related to the new Articles of Incorporation. A budget of 5000 euro was reserved in 2019 for the development of the website. 

b. The report was approved with one abstention (Swee Han Lim).

c. Bob Neumar cordially thanked Swee Han Lim for serving ILCOR as Treasurer and for his important contributions during his term.
5. Treasurer’s Elections (nominated: Peter Morley)
a. Peter Morley presented himself as a candidate for the position of ILCOR Treasurer. 
b. The delegates voted secretly on paper. Peter Morley was approved unanimously for the position of the new Treasurer of ILCOR. 

6. Update regarding the new Articles of Incorporation Registration

a. The new Articles of Incorporation were signed by Koen Monsieurs on behalf of ILCOR in Brussels on 30 October 2018, in the presence of a notary. The new AoI are valid as from that date. They will be formally published digitally in the Belgian State Gazette within a few weeks from now.

7. Publications Update

a. Gavin Perkins gave an account about the new ILCOR publications.

8. Strategic Plan Working Group Updates and review of accountability frameworks

a. Operations working Group
i. Koen Monsieurs presented, on behalf of the Digital Communications Working Group, the current status of the ILCOR website and the future plans. The plan is to integrate the main site, the CoSTR site and a document repository, to be completed in 2019. The GA approved to increase the 2019 budget for the website from 5000 to up to 10000  euro, with two abstentions (Swee Han Lim and Koen Monsieurs).

b. Continuous Evidence Evaluation Process

i. Laurie Morrison said that the CEE will cease its activities to be replaced by the Scientific Advisory Council (SAC), as planned. In accordance with the Terms of Reference, applications will be submitted to the nomination committee. The transition to SAC will be completed in 2019.
ii. Jerry Nolan expressed concern over the time investment of the co-chairs from the task forces. However, the decision to include them as SAC members was intended to engage them.

c. Expanded membership, participations and advocacy
i. Vinay Nadkarni welcomed the representatives of India and the Middle East. Both are actively working towards membership of ILCOR. The IFRC will sign a Memorandum of Understanding with ILCOR to share the PICOSTs. WHO: no progress so far.
ii. The discussion about the new applications was continued in the absence of the observers from the Middle East and India. The councils discussed individually during a 10 minute recess. 
iii. There was a vote with the following question: “would you accept the ILCOR application of a regional council if one of the national councils that is part of the application would not leave the regional council they already belong to”. All councils voted against this. So a regional council can only be accepted as a new ILCOR member if these individual councils state that they will leave the regional council they belong to. This decision was communicated to the representatives of the Middle East and to the representatives of India. 
d. Research and registries

i. Taku Iwami presented the results of the working group. An overview of existing registries (9 national and 7 regional) was completed. Data were presented.
ii. It was suggested to collect data from Europe through the Eureca project. 

iii. It was proposed to include representatives of the national registries as members of the working group. This was approved unanimously.

iv. It was proposed to prepare an Utstein “clarification” (for instance the definition of bystander is different in registries, as well as the inclusion of patients no longer in cardiac arrest on arrival of the EMS). This was approved unanimously.

9. Publication strategies for ILCOR publications

a. Jerry Nolan discussed 2019 CoSTR summary authorship. The authors of the COS Summary Paper should be the same as on the CoSTR web publication. He proposed that all complying with authorship criteria (as most task force members will) should receive authorship. The potential downside is that more than 100 authors will appear on the summary paper (which is not an issue for Circulation or Resuscitation). Council chairs may qualify for authorship in some cases, but otherwise they may qualify as collaborators (for sign off).

b. The GA voted in favour with one abstention for those authors on the online CoSTRs (meeting the authorship criteria) to be named as authors on the summary paper, but for most council chairs to be named as collaborators. 
10. Reports from councils (rapid 3 min reports)

a. Al councils provided a verbal report of their activities. 

11. Next meetings

a. Cape Town South Africa: 29-31 October 2019. The GA voted unanimously in favour to move the meeting to 2-4 November 2019.
b. Touchpoint 19-21 September 2019 Ljubljana, Slovenia?

c. Touch Point AHA ReSS 15-16 November 2019, Philadelphia?
d. ERC is a candidate for hosting an ILCOR meeting on 22 October 2020 in relation to the ERC Guidelines meeting in Manchester. The AHA also expressed interest in hosting the 2020 ILCOR meeting. Egypt also expressed interest to host the ILCOR 2020 meeting in Cairo. It was suggested that an organization applying for membership may have a COI. Others said that it may rather be an opportunity to better get to know an applicant. ILCOR will invite applications for the 2020 meeting in January 2019.
